The spread of Covid-19 meant a number of changes to how we worship in 

2021 and 2022, including changes to how Holy Communion has been 

distributed.  The LCANZ has now issued new guidelines allowing us to revert 

to pre-Covid-19 practices. 

As a result, the Executive Team and the Pastoral Assistants Team are 

discussing resuming our previous practice of communing at the altar from 

January 2023.  We also hope to resume our practice of offering a time of 

personal prayer at the altar.  The timing of these changes will take into 

account the LCANZ advice and the Covid-19 situation in SA at the time. 

If you have any feedback to offer in relation to this matter, please speak to  

Tim Eckert (Chairperson) or Helene Schulz (Pastoral Assistants Team) 

This question is being considered at the 20th  Convention of General 
Synod of the LCANZ to be held in Melbourne from 9-12 February 2023. 
The LCANZ is encouraging us to read and discuss these in our local 
contexts. 

What can we do?  We need to create opportunities that will help us 
understand the steps our church is taking as it continues to prayerfully 

grapple with this issue.
